□  Your club introduced a new diverse member. Where diversity includes a minority of the club with regards gender, race, vocational and age.

□  Your club managed to retain 85% of its members from the previous year.

□  Your club donated an average of $10 per member to Polio Plus.
□  Your club increased its donation to the Permanent Fund by at least 10% of the previous year..

□  Your club participated in a Matching Grant  from The Rotary Foundation during the current  year.
